          State reps will be looking for Club participation in RRCA State, Regional and National Championship races, by encouraging clubs to submit bids and host these races.
         The RRCA launched the Weight Watchers Challenge for the 2nd year with great success. This is a program encouraging participation in a noncompetitive 5K walk presented by local running clubs, RRCA, and Weight Watchers®.
         The RRCA is continuing its very successful Kids Run the Nation program that we hope more clubs will participate, and make donations to this worthwhile cause.
