Here are some of the highlights from the insurance seminar presented at this years RRCA convention.  
Current insurance claims around the country include the following:

· Scaffolding or signs falling on participants or spectators (one particular claim is now up to $157,000)

· Runner collided with a spectator on a bicycle on race course (bike rider claim of $150,000/open claim for runner)

· Race participant tripped on tent support rope

· Volunteer in back of truck placing cones out on race course fell out of truck

· Runner walking to car after race was hit by car

· Wind lifted scaffolding & it landed on spectator

· Overnight relay race participant left course & was struck and killed by car

· Runner in obstacle race dove head first into a man-made mud pit.  This individual is now a quadriplegic & happened to be running using someone else’s race number so there was no signed waiver.

These are just a sampling of current insurance claims around the country.  Here are some reminders for you & your club:

· If a beer sponsor brings their own truck & trailer to your event you should get a certificate of insurance from THEM!

· If your club is contracted to simply time a race or work the finish line for a group (ie. school fundraiser) your club insurance does not cover you.  You must be included on their insurance!

· A signed waiver is your first line of defense.

· If your race provides post race massages you need to make certain they have their own certificate of insurance.
· You should get a certificate of insurance from anyone that is supplying a service that you are paying for.
